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Kural: Coordinating conjunctions iki bagimsiz ciimle (independent clause) arasinda kullanildiginda 6ntine virgiil (,)
konulur. Ornek: I studied hard, so | passed the exam.

AND — Ve

(Kitap okumayi ve film izlemeyi severim.)

e She is smart and kind.

(Hem akilli hem de kibar.)

¢ He is a doctor and a musician.

(Hem doktor hem de miizisyen.)

e The sun is shining and birds are singing.

(Glines parliyor ve kuslar é6tiiyor.)

BUT — Ama / Fakat

e | like.chocolate, but | don't like vanilla.

(Cikolatayi severim ama vanilyayr sevmem.)

e She is smart, but sometimes forgetful.

(Akilli ama bazen unutkan.)

¢ | wanted to go out, but it rained.
(Cikmak istedim ama yagmur yadd..)

e It was raining hard, but we the concert wasn’t
cancelled.

(Spor salonuna mi gideyim yoksa kosuya mi ¢ikayim?) (Dans etmeyi seviyor, bu yiizden kursa katildl.)
e Would you like tea or coffee? * He missed the bus, so he walked to work.

(Cay mi kahve mi istersin?) (Otobiisii kagirdi, bu yiizden yiirtidii.)
e Should | wear a dress or jeans? e It's raining, so we can't go out.

(Elbise mi yoksa kot mu giysem?) (Yagmur yagdiyor, bu yiizden disari ¢ikamayiz.)

(Filmi izlemedim, kitabini da okumadim.)

e | can't swim, nor can | dive.

(Yiizemiyorum, dalmayi da bilmiyorum.)

BOTH ... AND — Hem ... Hem de EITHER ... OR — Ya...Yada
* Both the book and the movie are excellent. e Either you apologize or I'm leaving.
(Hem kitap hem de film miikemmel.) (Ya 6ziir dilersin ya da gidiyorum.)
¢ | like both coffee and tea. e \We can either watch a movie or play a game.

(Hem kahveyi hem de ¢ayi severim.) (Ya film izleyebiliriz ya da oyun oynayabiliriz.)

e She's both a musician and a writer. ! * You can either order pizza or cook dinner.

(Hem miizisyen hem de yazar.) ! (Ya pizza siparis edersin ya da yemek pisirebilirsin.)

e Both the teacher and the students enjoyed the lesson. e Either the manager or his assistant will call you.
(Hem 6gretmen hem de 6grenciler dersten zevk aldi.) (Ya miidiir ya da asistani seni arar.)

e We both enjoy hiking and camping. e She's either at home or at the library.
(ikimiz de yiiriiyiis ve kampi severiz.) (Ya evde ya da kiitiiphanede.)

(Ne Avustralya'ya ne de Yeni Zelanda'ya gittim.)

e She neither called nor sent a message.

(Ne aradi ne de mesaj atti.)
