CAN 

Present / Future Ability 

She can speak French very well. 

Çok iyi Fransızca konuşabilir. 

I can finish this task by Friday. 

Bu görevi Cuma'ya kadar bitirebilirim. 

Impossibility (negative) 

That can't be the right answer. 

Bu doğru cevap olamaz. 

COULD 

Past General Ability 

She could swim well when she was young. 

Gençken çok iyi yüzebiliyordu. 

He could speak three languages. 

Üç dil konuşabiliyordu. 

Polite Request 

Could you pass me the salt? 

Tuzu uzatır mısınız? 

BE ABLE TO 

General Ability (= can) 

He is able to work under pressure. 

Baskı altında çalışabilmektedir. 

Future Ability 

We will be able to meet the deadline. 

Teslim tarihine yetişebileceğiz. 

Past — Managed Despite Difficulty 

They were able to escape in time. 

Zamanında kaçmayı başardılar. www.im
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PERMISSION — can / could / may / might İzin

CAN / COULD 

Informal Permission (can) 

You can use my laptop for this. 

Bunun için dizüstümü kullanabilirsin. 

Can I sit here? 

Buraya oturabilir miyim? 

Polite Request for Permission (could) 

Could I borrow your notes? 

Notlarını alabilir miyim? 

MAY 

Formal Permission 

Students may use dictionaries. 

Öğrenciler sözlük kullanabilir. 

You may submit your form online. 

Formunuzu çevrimiçi gönderebilirsiniz. 

Prohibition (may not) 

Visitors may not take photos inside. 

Ziyaretçiler içeride fotoğraf çekemez. 

MIGHT 

Very Formal Request 

Negative: Prohibition 
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POSSIBILITY — may / might / could / can't Olasılık 
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MAY 

Future Possibility (~50%) 

The train may arrive late today. 

Tren bugün geç gelebilir. 

She may apply for another post. 

Başka bir pozisyona başvurabilir. 

Negative Possibility 

He may not attend the conference. 

Konferansa katılamayabilir. 

MIGHT 

Possibility — Less Certain (~30%) 

It might snow tonight — dress warmly. 

Bu gece kar yağabilir, sıcak giyinin. 

He might have missed the last bus. 

Son otobüsü kaçırmış olabilir. 

Negative Possibility 

She might not have got the e-mail. 

E-postayı almamış olabilir. 

COULD / CAN'T 

Possibility (could) 

That noise could be next door. 

Ses komşudan geliyor olabilir. 

That could be the solution. 

Bu çözüm olabilir. 

Impossibility — can't (0%) 

This can't be the right address. 

Bu doğru adres olamaz. 
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OBLIGATION — must / have to / needn't Zorunluluk / Gereklilik

MUST 

Strong Obligation (speaker's authority) 

You must submit the form by midnight. 

Formu gece yarısına kadar teslim edin. 

Passengers must wear seatbelts. 

Yolcular emniyet kemerini takmalıdır. 

Prohibition (must not) 

You mustn't share your password. 

Şifrenizi kimseyle paylaşmamalısınız. 

Staff mustn't access locked files. 

Personel kilitli dosyalara erişemez. 

HAVE TO 

External Obligation / Rules 

Doctors have to follow ethical rules. 

Doktorlar etik kurallara uymak zorundadır. 

He had to rewrite the whole report. 

Raporu baştan yazmak zorunda kaldı. 

Lack of Necessity (don't have to) 

You don't have to pay cash. 

Nakit ödemek zorunda değilsiniz. 

NEEDN'T 

Lack of Necessity 

You needn't bring extra equipment. 

Ekstra ekipman getirmenize gerek yok. 

She needn't call again. 

Tekrar aramasına gerek yok. 

Past Lack of Necessity 

You needn't have bought so much food. 

Bu kadar yiyecek almana gerek yoktu. 
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ADVICE & SUGGESTION — should / could / shall Tavsiye / Öneri 
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SHOULD / OUGHT TO 

Advice & Recommendation 

You should see a specialist about this. 

Bu konuda bir uzmana görünmelisin. 

They ought to review the contract carefully. 

Sözleşmeyi dikkatli incelemeliler. 

You shouldn't judge without knowing the facts. 

Gerçekleri bilmeden yargılamamalısın. 

Expectation / Prediction (~90%) 

The results should be ready by tomorrow. 

Sonuçlar yarına kadar hazır olmalı. 

She should be at the office by now. 

Şu an ofiste olması gerekir. 

COULD / SHALL 

Gentle Suggestion (could) 

You could try a different approach. 

Farklı bir yaklaşım deneyebilirsin. 

We could meet on Thursday if you wish. 

Dilerseniz Perşembe buluşabiliriz. 

Offer / Polite Question — shall (I/We) 

Shall I explain the grammar rules again? 

Dilbilgisi kurallarını tekrar açıklayayım mı? 

Shall we take a short break? 

Kısa bir mola verelim mi? www.im
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CERTAINTY & WILLINGNESS — will / would Kesinlik / İsteklilik / Kibarlık

WILL 

Certainty / Prediction 

The results will be announced next Monday. 

Sonuçlar gelecek Pazartesi açıklanacak. 

Technology will continue to transform education. 

Teknoloji eğitimi dönüştürmeye devam edecek. 

Spontaneous Decision / Willingness 

I'll help you carry those boxes. 

O kutuları taşımanıza yardım edeyim. 

Polite Request 

Will you please lower your voice? 

Lütfen sesinizi alçaltır mısınız? 

WOULD 

Polite Request (would > will) 

Would you mind closing the window? 

Pencereyi kapatır mısınız? 

Would you be available for a quick meeting? 

Kısa bir toplantı için müsait olur musunuz? 

Past Repeated Action (habit) 

Every summer, we would visit our grandparents. 

Her yaz büyükanne-büyükbabamızı ziyaret ederdik. 

Past Form of WILL (reported speech) 

She promised she would call back. 

Geri arayacağına söz verdi. 
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MODAL PERFECTS (1) — Geçmiş Kiplik Fiiller Modal + have + V3 
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Modal  +  have  +  Past Participle (V3) 

MUST HAVE + V3 

Certain deduction about the past 

She must have left before we arrived. 

Biz gelmeden önce ayrılmış olmalı. 

They must have worked all night long. 

Bütün gece çalışmış olmalılar. 

MAY / MIGHT / COULD HAVE + 
V3 

Uncertain guess about the past 

She may have forgotten the appointment. 

Randevuyu unutmuş olabilir. 

He might have taken the wrong bus. 

Yanlış otobüse binmiş olabilir. 

They could have misread the question. 

Soruyu yanlış okumuş olabilirler. 

She might not have received the e-mail. 

E-postayı almamış olabilir. 

CAN'T HAVE + V3 

Certain that something did NOT happen 

He can't have finished the exam so fast. 

Sınavı bu kadar hızlı bitirmiş olamaz. 

They can't have seen us — lights were off. 

Bizi görmüş olamazlar, ışıklar kapalıydı. 
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MODAL PERFECTS (2) — Geçmiş Kiplik Fiiller Modal + have + V3 
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Modal  +  have  +  Past Participle (V3) 

SHOULD HAVE + V3 

Unfulfilled expectation / Criticism 

You should have checked your answers. 

Cevaplarını tekrar kontrol etmeliydin. 

She shouldn't have signed without reading. 

Okumadan imzalamamalıydı. 

He should have arrived an hour ago. 

Bir saat önce gelmiş olmalıydı. 

COULD HAVE + V3 

Had the ability but didn't do it 

We could have left home earlier. 

Evden daha erken çıkabilirdik. 

You could have asked for help — I was here. 

Yardım isteyebilirdin, buradaydım. 

He could have avoided the argument. 

Tartışmayı önleyebilirdi. 

WOULD / WILL HAVE + V3 

Willingness (past) & Future completion 

I would have come, but I was ill. 

Gelirdim ama hastaydım. 

By June, she will have graduated. 

Haziran'a kadar mezun olmuş olacak. 

I will have finished the report by Friday. 

Cuma'ya kadar raporu bitirmiş olacağım.
